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2008 noteworthy cases:

n Sullivan v. DB Investments, No. 04-02819 (D.N.J.). Co-lead counsel 
Steven A. Katz and Howard Becker. The firm helped prime the pump for a $295 
million class action settlement against the avowed diamond monopolist by 
securing an antitrust default judgment in Illinois state court. That case was later 
consolidated with a raft of similar actions around the country. The firm participated 
in settlement negotiations.

n University City v. AT&T Wireless Services Inc., No. 1-CC-4454 
(St. Louis Co., Mo., Cir. Ct.). Lead counsel Douglas Sprong and John W. Hoffman. 
The team scored a $25 million settlement in August 2007 against Verizon 
Communications Inc. over its refusal to pay local business-licence taxes. Since 
then, recoveries against other telecommunications companies have raked in an 
additional $133 million for 228 local governments.
